	Elements of Argumentation: 
Central Argument:
Identify the central argument and quote the sentence or two from the article
Appropriate Evidence:

Evaluate one piece of evidence and its contribution to the argument

Logical Fallacies:

Identify a logical fallacy and explain its weakness (these are difficult to find at this level of writing)

Assumptions:

Identify where the author assumes information about readers and examine its effect on the argument

Ethos:

Analyze how the writer establishes credibility within the piece
Essential Skills:

· Summarize the text

· Inferring the author’s intent in writing the piece

· Asking questions that lead to deeper understanding of the text

· Clarifying the meaning of difficult passages
