Your story must include:

· A beginning, a middle, an end

· Concrete details

· Dialogue

3. A conclusion that restates or states the essential thing about you and how the story has impacted your life.
What if you only had 1,000 words to explain who you are?  What would you include? What would you leave out?  This is what happens when you apply to colleges.  You will decide on a story that tells something essential about you.  Use concrete sensory details in your narrative.
