Dogs
The first mythical function of the dog is that of being man’s guide into the darkness of death (for example, Cerber, Thot, Hecate, Anubis). At the same time, many mythologies see the dog as a means of communication with the dead. Moreover, the old Mexicans used to breed dogs with the end of having a companion and guide into the world of shadows.  Many Celtic myths involve dogs or dog familiars, which belonged to heroic figures or deities, and wars were often fought for and over them such as the one between Fionn MacCumhal and King Arthur. Dogs are also the archetypal symbols of shapeshifters.  
Dog - Guidance, protection, loyalty, fidelity, faithfulness, watchfulness, the Hunt, companionship, service, prosperity.
